Sub: Institution and disposal of cases under section 19 (1) (c) of the OLR Act, 1960.
Sir/Madam,

Kindly refer to this Department letter No.16002/R, dated 25.03.2003, No.1390,
dated 09.01.2004, No.39516, dated 08.10.2004 and No.9149, dated 28.02.2005 on the
above noted subject and to say that even though a target has been given to each R.L
to institute 10 number of cases under section 19 (1) (¢) of the OLR Act, 1960 in each
month, no tangible result appears to have been achieved till date as is evident from the
MPRs of all the districts. This shows that this provision of law and the Government
instructions have not been given much importance.

As you are all aware, 19 (1) (¢) of the OLR Act, 1960 is a people-friendly and
beneficial section which directly benefit raiyats/land owners. You are also aware that
registration of the partition document is to be done free of registration fees or stamp
duty as clarified in this Department letter No. 9359/R, dated 15.02.1999.

This provision of the OLR Act, 1960 should be given due importance and be
treated as a thrust area of Government. It is felt that the people are not being properly
sensitized enough for utilizing this provision of law. On the other hand, the non-
availability of R.I. in the office headquarters put the land owners/raiyats into trouble
for not seeking mutual partition.

Taking all these matters into consideration, the Government have been pleased
to decide that on 10™ of every month, Revenue Inspector (R.l.) of each circle should
be present in his office and receive application under section 19 (1) (©) of the OLR Act,
1960 from joint co-sharers/raiyats and forward it to the Tahasildar concerned along
with field inquiry report who will decide it on its merit. If the 10™ of the month is a
holiday, the R.I. should be present in the office on the next working day. This matter
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should be widely published in the Gram Panchayats or Gram Sabhas to make the

people aware of the availability of R.I. and the importance of section 19 (1) (c) of the
OLR Act, 1960. The matter of expeditious disposal of cases under section 19 (1) (¢) of
the OLR Act, 1960 should also be discussed in the Monthly Review Meeting of your |
district. The importance of section 19 (1) (c) of the OLR Act, 1960 for separate
holdings should also be explained to all the Tahasildars/Additional Tahasildars of your
district. The Government is keen to get the RoR corrected/updated on regular basis.

For better appreciation, a copy of the press note for wide publicity in your
district is enclosed herewith so that general public can utilize the benefit provided
under this section of the OLR Act, 1960.

Please give necessary instruction to the Sub-Collector(s) & Tahasildars of your
district for wide publicity of the same by putting it on the Notice Boards of Revenue
Offices and distribution Xerox Copies of it. '

This supersedes all previous instructions issued on the subject earlier.
